4. Provide leadership and help with the activities of the department to include but not
limited to the following:

Judging Contest (approx.12:00 PM to 02:30 PM on a Tuesday in
September)

e Help with East Texas State Fair Steer Show (Sunday 08:30 AM to 05:00 PM
in October).

e Help with Sandyland District FFA Leadership Contest held on a Friday
during the first of November.

e Help with Show Calf Clinic and/or Dash for Cash livestock show held in
Athens by the HCLS, usually on the second Saturday in December (08:00
AM to 05:00 PM).

e Help with the Henderson County Breeding and Market Cattle Shows on a
Friday afternoon and evening during the last part of March.
